Well, I don’t have to wait for a phone call, or a text message, or a surprise pop-up on Facebook from 
God.  He has already told me, in clear, unmistakable language, exactly what He wants from my life’s 
work.  Read it and weep (for joy). 
  
“Rejoice always.  Pray without ceasing.  In everything give thanks.  For this is the will of God in Christ 
Jesus for you.” (I Thess. 5:16-18) 
  
“And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you 
may prove what is that good and acceptable and perfect will of God.” (Rom. 12:2) 
  
“For this is the will of God, your sanctification: that you should abstain from sexual immorality; that each 
of you should know how to possess his own vessel in sanctification and honor” (I Thess. 4:3-4) 
  
“Therefore submit yourselves to every ordinance of man for the Lord's sake, … For this is the will of God, 
that by doing good you may put to silence the ignorance of foolish men-- Honor all people. Love the 
brotherhood. Fear God. Honor the king.” (I Pet 2:13-17) 
  
Do you get the point?  It is actually very easy to find God’s will for your life.  He has revealed it in bold 
italics.  All you have to do is open your eyes, open your heart, and open your Bible.  It is right there, clear 
as day.  God’s will is uncovered on nearly every page of the New Testament.  It will not come by a still 
small voice in your ear, but a diligent search through His revealed Word.
